Melanoma

e uneven colour
e irregular shape
e irregular border

Nodular Melanoma

e black, brown, pink or red
e round, raised, firm lump
e may crust or bleed

Squamous Cell
Carcinoma (SCC)

e red, pink or scaly

e thick, scaly or crusted
e may ulcerate or bleed

i, Basal Cell
; Carcinoma (BCC)
e red, pink, purple or pearly
e flat, raised or scaly area
e may ulcerate, bleed or weep

Dysplastic Naevi

e brown or pink uneven colour
e irregular shape

e often a larger mole

Solar Keratosis or Sunspot

e uneven red or skin colour
e flat with irregular outline
e dry scaly or rough

Don’t delay

Freckle
e single-coloured spots
e small and flat

Mole

e black, brown or skin colour
e oval or round

e flat or slighly raised

Seborrhoeic Keratosis

e skin tone to brown or black
e may look or feel like a wart
e araised or rough area
